1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes the sub clauses of History in the AB Application Usage.

From the PAG-2009-193, the author would like to remind the group the introduction of XDH History.
The XDM history document must store each operation type and change details. 
Then the XDMS can restore the XDM Resource according to the user’s requirements.

· XDM history information SHALL store the following items:

· Type of operation

· Timestamp of operation

· Identity of the Principal that performed the operation

· Change details (e.g. modified XDM Resources , deleted XDM Document)

· XDM history function can be controlled by Admin Principal’s preference
· Enabler/disable

· Content to be stored

And according to the agreed XDM 2.1 folder/document structure "Users Tree" as described in PAG-2009-190R03, every document may have corresponding history document. Thus, the history document per document is used to record modifications and information related to the operation. (e.g. etag valve, who did the operation, time information)
This leads the author to add the sub clauses of History in the AB Application Usage for the history document per document.
