3. CAB XDM Application Usages

3.1  Address Book

3.1.1 AB Application Usage

5.1.1.1 Structure
The Address Book SHALL conform to the structure described in this sub-clause. The schema definition is provided in sub-clause 5.1.1.3 “XML Schema”.
The <address-book> element:

1. MAY contain one or more <contact> elements, each element indicating a Contact Entry.

Each <contact> element:

a) MAY include one or more child elements of the <pcc>. The <pcc> element structure is defined in sub-clause 5.2.1.1

The complete list of attributes is FFSOnce the PCC structure is completed, the exact element name must be updated.
b) MAY contain a <contact-status> element, which :

i SHALL contain a <contact-type> element indicating whether the contact is a CAB or non-CAB user;

ii SHALL contain a <contact-subscription-status> element, indicating the outgoing subscription status for this contact;

iii SHALL contain a <contact-source> element, indicating the latest source from which the contact data was obtained or updated (e.g. facebook, CAB).

The “corresponding CAB provider“ information as required in CAB-HLF-016 needs to be included into one of above elements, or a new one. This is FFS.
2. MAY contain zero or more <group-contact-list> elements which SHALL have a ‘name’ attribute and MAY have a ‘type’ attribute. Each <group-contact-list> MAY have:

· a <display-name> element describing the <group-contact-list> which MAY have a ‘xml:lang’ attribute,
i one and more <entry> elements that SHALL each have a ‘uri’ attribute that points to the resource of the contact. The <entry> element MAY have a <entry-display-name> sub-element which MAY have a ‘xml:lang’ attribute.
ii a <list-uri> element that SHALL contain a URI to an existing list or group resource, e.g. stored in [OMA XDM List] or [OMA XDM Group].
iii an <external> element that SHALL contains a reference to the list (or group) domain that is external to CAB (e.g. stored in [OMA XDM List], [OMA XDM Group], or yahoo domain). 
iv any number of elements from other namespace, for the purpose of extensibility
Change 3:  Add the information related to the <group-contact-list> elements in Validation Constraints
5.1.1.2 Validation Constraints
The <group-contact-list> and the “elements of <pcc>” are mutually exclusive. The elements <entry> and <entry-ref> , <external> are also mutually exclusive (the <group-contact-list> contains either an explicit listing, or a uri of an existing list stored externally).

The ‘name’ attribute of the <group-contact-list> element MUST be unique among all other <group-contact-list> elements. The uniqueness is determined by case-sensitive string comparisons.
The ‘uri’ attribute of the <entry> element MUST be unique among all other ‘uri’ attributes in the <entry> elements within the same <group-contact-list> element. The uniqueness is determined by case-sensitive string comparisons.
Change 4:  Add the information related to the <group-contact-list> elements in Data Semantics
5.1.1.3 Data Semantics
The <contact-type> element SHALL indicate whether the contact is a CAB user or a non-CAB User. The possible values are:

· “false”
indicates that the contact is a non-CAB User.
· “true”
indicates that the contact is a CAB User.
The default value is “false”.
The <contact-subscription status> element SHALL indicate the current subscription state of the CAB User to the contact’s PCC i.e. outgoing subscription.  The element is of type String and possible values are aligned with [RFC3265] sub-clause 3.2.2, with the addition of the default value “  “ (empty string):

·  “active”
value indicates that the subscription has been accepted and has been authorized by the contact;
· “pending” 
value indicates that the subscription has been received, but that the information in contact’s PCC Access Permissions is insufficient to accept or deny the subscription at this time.

· “terminated” 
value indicates that the subscription is not active.

· “ ”  
empty string value indicates that a subscription was not setup (e.g. the CAB User did not subscribe to the contact’s PCC updates, the contact is a non-CAB User, or other unknown reasons )

The default value is “ ” (empty string).

The <contact-source> element SHALL indicate the source from which the contact data was obtained or updated (e.g. facebook, CAB) and it is of type String.

· The default value is “ “ (empty string) which indicates that the source of the contact and/or updates to the contact information is from within the CAB system (e.g. without using an external source such as external directories, or import from non-CAB systems). 
Any other String value would represent the external source from which the contact was obtained and/or updated.
The ‘name’ attribute of the <group-contact-list> element is of type String.
The <display-name> element and the <entry-display-name> element are of type String. There is no uniqueness requirement for them and they can contain the “xml:lang” attribute, which provides the language of the display name.
The <list-uri> element is type of “anyURI”.
The <external> element is type of String.
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
