6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 6.2 :    Adding the description 
6.2 CBUS Client query for condition-based URIs selection capabilities

The CBUS Client MAY support query for condition-based URIs selection capabilities of a CBUS Server as specified in this sub-clause.
6.2.1   CBUS Client query for capabilities

When performing a query for condition-based URIs selection capabilities, the CBUS Client SHALL perform the actions as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
When querying for the capabilities of the CBUS Server, the CBUS Client:
1. SHALL generate a SIP OPTIONS request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and [IETF_CBUS_event];
2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP OPTIONS request to the CBUS Server URI of the Home CBUS Network;
3. MAY sent the SIP OPTIONS  request using a new SIP dialog to query the CBUS Server on capabilities that may be utilized later.
4. 
The responses to the SIP OPTIONS request SHALL be handled according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and [IETF_CBUS_event], and according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

The response contents to the SIP OPTIONS request is specified in subclause 7.1 " Query for condition-based URIs selection capabilities ".
After receiving the OPTIONS response, the CBUS Client SHOULD construct the URIs selection request based on the capabilities information carried in the response message.
Change 2:  Section 7.1 :    Adding the description 
7.1  Query for condition-based URIs selection capabilities
Upon receiving a SIP OPTIONS request as specified in [IETF_CBUS_event], the CBUS Server:

1. SHALL return a 486 (Busy here) if it is busy at the moment;
2. SHALL return a 200 (OK) and list its capabilities information in the response:
· the types of the Evaluation Information that the CBUS Server supports to retrieve
· the Evaluation modes that the CBUS Server supports

Editor’s Note: The data format to express the capabilities information and how to carry the data in the OPTIONS response  will be defined in [IETF_CBUS_event].

Editor’s Note:  The procedure for answering a query for condition-based URIs selection capabilities is FFS.
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
