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1 Overview

OMA initiated work on Converged IP Messaging (CPM) in early 2006 based on the WID – OMA-WID_0135-CPM-V1_0-20060510.

The intent of this work is to specify the future messaging enabler functionality as a common reusable capability that supports building a range of IP-based Messaging Services. The legacy technologies (e.g., SMS, MMS, IMPS) would be accessible via gateway functions. 
OMA has advanced the work to the point that the requirements document is nearing formal review. OMA wishes to take this opportunity to share this RD with 3GPP and 3GPP2. See the attached RD for further details.

OMA/MWG’s next steps are:

1) Present the RD for formal review in the Feb, 2007 timeframe

2) Progress the architectural work, from Dec 2006 to mid 2007
3) Progress detailed Technical work, from mid to end of 2007.
