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Figure 1 Interworking Function Architecture Model
Access Module: Access Module is used to control the access to the CPM System and the non-CPM Service Networks (e.g. admission control). Send/receive the non-CPM Messages between Interworking Function and non-CPM services networks
Protocol Transition Module: perform protocol transition.
Charging Module: provide charging related message log and charging function
Non-CPM Services: Legacy pre-existing messaging services (e.g. SMS, MMS, IMPS) or other (e.g. Internet-based IM, Email) messaging services that interworking with CPM Enabler.
