5. Architectural Model






The CPM Enabler is realized as client - server architecture. It interacts with other network elements and re-uses internally as well as externally other OMA and non-OMA functions or technologies. The proposed architecture is based on the requirements in [OMA-CPM-RD].
5.2 Dependencies







The CPM Enabler utilizes several existing technologies specified in OMA and other non-OMA specifications. Except where noted, the specified enabler entities are not mandatory dependencies of the CPM Enabler in any specific deployment, e.g. the CPM Enabler can be used when only some of the enabler technologies referenced here are present. 

Where the CPM Enabler interacts directly with external OMA enablers, it does so under the enabler exposure control environment called for in [OSE]. Depending upon the specific policies applicable between the CPM service provider and the provider of the external enablers, a policy enforcement step may be required.
