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Reason for Change

Currently, each message service use its own service URI as categorized in below form. Phone number is necessary for communication between CPM user vs. non-CPM user, which is helpful for non-CPM user to address CPM user and helpful to route messages sent by non-CPM users.

Phone numbers SHOULD be used as a user public identity. A non-CPM User CAN address another CPM User by a phone number. The CPM Client SHALL send the phone number to the SIP/IP Core in a TEL URI [RFC3966]. 

The phone number MAY use the international E.164 [ITU-T E.164] format (prefixed with a ‘+’ sign), or a local format according to rules and procedures of [RFC3966]. The SIP Core shall interpret the phone number with a leading ‘+’ to be an E.164 number.

When addressing by TEL URI is used for a non-CPM vs. CPM Session the CPM Server SHOULD resolve the TEL URI to a SIP URI, for instance by using DNS/ENUM or other local data base. A phone number in a local format SHALL be converted to the E.164 format before DNS/ENUM is used.
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
