The User Preferences entity interacts with the CPM Conversation Server and provides a database for various CPM Users’ settings.

This entity SHALL store CPM User’s settings associated with the following:

· Filtering criteria for incoming message barring (e.g. blacklist, undiscolsed sender identity, or content type)
· 
· Delivery mode (i.e. either immediate mode or deferred mode) when the recipient is available

· Message handling  when the recipient is not available
· Modification of incoming CPM Messages (e.g., content adaptation and content removal)
· 
· Incoming session invitation handling

· Filtering criteria for continuous media simultaneously exchanged
· Session invitation handling in case a CPM User is not available
· Session invitation redirection criteria and where to be redirected
· Content screening and adaptation
· Message redirection criteria and where to be redirected

· For deferred messaging:

· Deferred message delivery mechanism (i.e., either Pull or Push)

· Handling of expired deferred messages
