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1 Reason for Change

This document tries to close missing description for the Converged Address Book entity that is visible in the AD figure but still not really addressed as part of the text.
Due to the data analysis as presented in OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0091-INP_CAB_Data_Analysis.ppt and the contributions OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0029R01-INP_CAB_architecture.ppt, OMA-MWG-CPM-2007-0103R01-INP_CAB_Architecture_first_thoughts.ppt it seems natural to reuse XDM technology as developed by PAG WG as it fits the need of clients that want to do changes at a server representation of data. Due to similarities between contact information and the already specified Shared User Profile document it is proposed to define another XDM document that completely covers the needs of contacts as used by CPM users starting communication.
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Figure 1: Entities representing network side of CAB 
CAB needs to support data to be stored in the network that are enabled to be managed by the user mediated with a CAB client on his phone. XDM 2.0 is able to support all the grey boxes as shown in figure 1. To adopt the needs of CAB for contact data the yellow boxes were included. The pink boxes are used to store the user preferences. They all(grey, yellow and pink) would perfectly match into the XDMS environment.
The light blue boxes show what is left over as CAB kernel functionality. It is all about the synchronization where a lot of different cases need to be supported if all falls into first phase of CPM.

Due to the early stage of the proposed WID 155 this can be seen as a first shot for the CAB architecture as known from the requirements phase from CPM.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Inject the Converged Address Book entity
5.3.1.x Converged Address Book entity

The Converged Address Book entity interacts with the CAB client to enable it to initiate CPM related communication with the most accurate contact information. 
The entity shall store all information available for the user’s contacts as well as about his contact information used to share it with others

To ensure data consistency with the existing enablers we need to reuse information by reference. (e.g. from Shared XDMS building blocks) 
The CAB entity needs to support a mechanism to synchronize data between the network representation and its local copies as cached in the devices address book storage. (Transaction based [connected], time stamp [disconnected]) Special treatment is necessary in case of:
· multiple devices 
· multiple addresses
· dynamic data subscription 
Multiple devices and addresses influence the strategy of synchronization where user preferences may need to be used as well. The dynamic data subscription is done by using presence enabler handing over a list of contacts the user wants update on presence data on subscription basis.
