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1 Reason for Change

 This CR removes the following interfaces between VAS and Conversation Server 
· CPM-C-VAS

· CPM-M-VAS

The Interfaces exposes the same functionalities as “CPM-C-CONV” and “CPM-M-CONV”. 

There may possibly be different authentication and authorization that needs to take place before accessing the Conversation Server via third party application but that should not change the interface and the functionalities being exposed since the authentication/authorization will be provided by some other entity in the network. 
There are 3 possible options to depict in the architectural figure that the VAS can access the conversation server via “CPM-C-CONV” and “CPM-M-CONV”:

a) Remove the interfaces CPM-C-VAS/CPM-M-VAS 
b) to re-label the arrows CPM-C-VAS/CPM-M-VAS to CPM-C-CONV/CPM-M-CONV
c) modified CPM-C-CONV/CPM-M-CONV between CPM client and the Conversation Server as one sided arrows  i.e. the arrow head connects to the Conversation Server but has no connection to the CPM client 
The CR chooses option b) because it has minimum change to AD Figure and still gives the information that the VAS can access the conversation server via “CPM-C-CONV” and “CPM-M-CONV”
