Change 1:  Addition in 5.1.3.3

5.1.3.3  CPM Conversation Identifier
CPM Conversation Identifier should be inferred from the CPM Thread Identifier. It should consist of CPM Thread Identifier and a time value.
Change 2:  Addition in Section 5.2
5.2 CPM Conversation
The CPM Conversation represents the communicating information between two or more participants from the CPM User’s view. The participants may be CPM Users, Non–CPM Users and Applications. During the CPM Conversation the CPM User receives and sends CPM Messages, joins/leaves the CPM Sessions. A CPM Conversation is constituted by any number of CPM Messages and CPM Sessions.
5.2.1 CPM Conversation Concept

CPM Conversation is a logical concept. It can be identified uniquely by the CPM Conversation Identifier. The CPM Conversatiion Identifier is not able to be used for addressing, which is produced by the CPM Enabler at the server side, and may be used by CPM Client to locate the Conversation history information in the M&M Storage.
CPM Conversation is a collection of ongoing CPM Messages and CPM Sessions. It begins with the sending of the first CPM Message or start of the first CPM Session, finishes after a pre-defined interval. In CPM Conversation, CPM Messages and CPM Sessions can be sorted in a conversational view. CPM conversation has its own metadata associated with the ongoing CPM Messages and CPM Sessions.
If a CPM User has multiple registered devices, the CPM Conversation can work on among them, including switch between two devices, cooperation with each other.
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
