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1 Reason for Change

During the Beijing meeting, it was agreed to implement the ISF as a standalone functional entity, and the description of ISF was added to the latest AD document. This change request amends the description of ISF by adding a selection criterion.
The original description “The Interworking Selection Function SHALL: Select the Interworking Function a CPM Session or CPM Message needs to be routed to” just emphasizes on the selection action. But, the ISF function should contain both selection action and selection condition(s.) The use of some selection criteria and/or conditions is needed for the ISF to properly perform its functions. Two controlling sets of conditions for the selection function are “user’s preferences and service provider’s policies.” This contribution proposes to add both to the original description of the ISF.
