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1 Reason for Change

In Beijing meeting, Samsung presented the usage of user preferences in interworking (#0065) and identified the WG shared a common view that user preference is an appropriate one of various criteria for interworking. Based on the concensus and for further proceeding, Samsung is trying to introduce a new message flow for an interworking case using user preferences at the terminating side.

Interworking in the terminating side
This subchapter describes an interworking message flow in a case that a recipient has subscription to CPM service and other non-CPM services but is not available to receive a CPM Message.
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Figure xx: Interworking on a terminating network based on recipient’s user preference
1. In order for a CPM Message to reach to CPM Client B, CPM System A passes the CPM Message to SIP/IP Core B on CPM Client B Home Network.
2. SIP/IP Core B routes the CPM Message to CPM Conversation Server B serving CPM Client B.
3. CPM Conversation Server B retrieves the recipient’s preferences for interworking decision from Preference XDMS B.
4. CPM Conversation Server B performs an interwoking-decision process to decide whether interworking is needed or not.
5. If doing interworking is determined, CPM Conversation Server routes the CPM Message to SIP/IP Core B.
6. SIP/IP Core B routes the CPM Message to Interworking Selection Function B.
7. Interworking Selection Function B retrieves the recipient’s preferences for interworking selection from Preference XDMS B.
8. Interworking Selection Function B performs an interworking-selection process to select the most appropriate Interworking Function for handling of the CPM Message.
9. Interworking Selection Function B routes the CPM Message to SIP/IP Core B.
10. SIP/IP Core B routes the CPM Message to the selected Interworking Function B.
11. Interworking Function B converts the CPM Message into a routable non-CPM message format on the non-CPM service domain the Interworking Function B is taking care of.
12. Interworking Function B routes the non-CPM message to non-CPM system B.
13. The acknowledgement of the non-CPM message is returned from Non-CPM system B to Interworking Function B.
14. Interworking Function B translates the acknowledgement of the non-CPM message into the OK response for the CPM Message.
15-18. The OK response is transferred to the originating CPM System A along the signalling path that the CPM Message experienced before.
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
