5.3 CPM Interworking

5.3.1 Outbound CPM Interworking
This section describes the interworking in the case where the CPM Enabler sends a CPM Session Invitation and a CPM Message to a non-CPM Communication Service. 
NOTE:
transport level responses to a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message follow the reverse path of the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message.
5.3.1.1 CPM Interworking in the terminating side 

This subsection describes the interworking functionality when it happens in the terminating CPM network.

5.3.1.1.1 Not registered CPM User
Editor's note: The interworking when the CPM User has blocked reception of incoming CPM communications is FFS
When the target CPM User is currently not registered for the CPM service and the terminating CPM Conversation Server receives a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message, the CPM Conversation Server decides to do interworking and forwards the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to the Interworking Selection Function based on Service provider’s policy and user preference. 
The Interworking Selection Function analyzes the user preferences of the CPM User. If the user preferences stored in XDMS indicate to use a Non-CPM Communication Service in order to deliver a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL select a Non-CPM Communication Service based on the service provider policies and/or user preferences stored in XDMS. 
NOTE:
the user preferences may indicate other methods of handling the CPM Message or the CPM Session Invitation, e.g. to defer the CPM Message. In this case, CPM Interworking does not happen.
NOTE:  The interaction between the Interworking Selection Function and the Shard XDMS containing user preferences can occur before or while the interworking selection takes place.
The CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL include in the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message Non-CPM Communication Service indication and if available the address to be used for routing in the Non-CPM Communication Service. The address MAY be taken from the user preferences stored in XDMS. The Interworking Selection Function SHALL route the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to the CPM Interworking Function via the SIP/IP Core.
Editor’s Note: retrieval of the target user address from CAB is FFS.

Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message, the CPM Interworking Function SHALL do the mapping between the CPM address and the address of the Non-CPM communication service.  The CPM Interworking Function SHALL convert the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to a non-CPM session invitation or a non-CPM message according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedures and route the non-CPM session invitation or the non-CPM message towards the recipient. 
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
