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1 Reason for Change

In Beijing Meeting, CPM WG had agreed with separated ISF. Based on the agreement, SD 5.3.1.1.1 CPM Interworking needs to be modified. 
Editor’s Note: “CPM Conversation Server” replace by “CPM System” to overcome open issue on locating interworking selection function. “CPM System” to be replaced later on by more exact wording (several occurrences)
This Editor’s Note can be deleted because interworking selection belongs to the CPM Interworking selection function.
In addition, this CR proposes some editorial change and section title change for easy understanding.
R01: This Revision is modified based on the latest SD. 

  At first, the Conversation Server needs to check whether the target user is CPM User. If the target user is not CPM User, then this section is useless. 
  Some sentences are redundant, like the CPM Conversation Server that is responsible ~. 
  The CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL route the CPM Session Invitation ~. It happens the very last moment when ISF performs. Therefore, It moves to the last part of the ISF description for easy understanding. 
  NOTE in previous version of CR is deleted according to the comment received in CC.
  The last phrase of the last sentence, ‘provided by the ISF’ is deleted because the text in the middle says the address of the Non CPM User may be received in the CPM Message or be taken from the User preferences. If not deleted, it makes confusion that ISF only provides the address of the non CPM User. In addition it makes inconsistency within a same section.

5.3.1.1.1 Not Registered CPM User
Editor's note: The interworking when the CPM User has blocked reception of incoming CPM communications is FFS
 When receiving a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message, the terminating CPM Conversation Server SHALL check if the target CPM User is registered. And when the target CPM User is currently not registered for the CPM service, the CPM Conversation Server SHALL analyze the service provider policies and user preferences of the target CPM User, which is stored in Shared XDMS. If the conclusion indicates that delivery needs to do interworking with a Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Conversation Server SHALL send the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to the CPM Interworking Selection Function. If the user preferences stored in XDMS indicates to use a non-CPM communication service, the CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL select the non-CPM communication service based on the service provider policies and/or user preferences stored in XDMS and/or other factors (such as message size and content).  
NOTE:
the user preferences may indicate other methods of handling the CPM Message or the CPM Session Invitation, e.g. to defer the CPM Message. In this case, the CPM Interworking does not happen.
 The CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL include in the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message the non-CPM communication service indication and the address of the Non CPM User, if provided, to be used for routing in the Non-CPM Communication Service. The address of the Non CPM User MAY be the one received in the CPM Message or the CPM Session Invitation or be taken from the user preferences stored in XDMS. The CPM Interworking Selection Function SHALL route the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to the CPM Interworking Function via the SIP/IP Core.
Editor’s Note: retrieval of the target user address from CAB is FFS.
 Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message, the CPM Interworking Function SHALL convert the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to a non-CPM session invitation or a non-CPM message according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedures and forward the converted non-CPM session invitation or the converted non-CPM message towards the address of the Non CPM User.
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
