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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes the case when the recipient is Non-CPM User with SIP/IP Core subscription

For this case, two sub-cases can be considered: the sub-case where a CPM System is deployed and the other sub-case where no CPM System is deployed in the terminating network.

This CR focuses only on the sub-case where a CPM System is deployed, i.e. the CPM Conversation receives the CPM traffic for making interworking decision and contacting the IWF. The sub-case how CPM incoming traffic is managed when no CPM System is deployed is considered out-of-scope of CPM (and mentioned as such in a note of this CR).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.3.1.1.2 Non-CPM User with a valid SIP address

This section describes the interworking in the case where a CPM system is deployed in the terminating network and the recipient is Non-CPM User , but has a valid SIP address. 

When receiving a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message, the terminating CPM Conversation Server SHALL check whether the target recipient is a CPM User. If the target recipient is a non CPM User, the CPM Conversation Server based on Service provider’s policy either;
· MAY respond with an error message indicating that the recipient is not a CPM User, or
· SHALL decide to do interworking and forward the CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message to the CPM Interworking Selection Function. 
· NOTE:     The SIP/IP Core can route a CPM Message or a CPM Session Invitation to the CPM Conversation Server based on service provider policy, when the target recipient is Non-CPM User with a valid SIP address,
The Interworking Selection Function SHALL select a Non-CPM communication service based on service provider policies. The Interworking Selection Function SHALL also be able to route a CPM Session or a CPM Message to a functionality in the SIP/IP Core (e.g. MGCF, IP-SM-GW) that performs interworking. 
The Interworking Selection Function and the Interworking Function respectively follows the procedures as described in 5.3 CPM Interworking.

NOTE:
If the address for the recipient is not valid for the chosen Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Conversation Server does not attempt interworking and instead returns the error response back to the originating CPM User.
NOTE:  When the CPM system is not deployed in the terminating network but the terminating network supports    SIP/IP core, and when the terminating network receives a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message, the terminating network responds back with an error message. This case is out of scope in this specification. 
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
