5.2.2.3 Disposition Notification
When the CPM User wants to know the disposition-state of the CPM Message he sent, the CPM Client SHALL request disposition notification of the CPM Message. Disposition notifications for CPM are delivery notification and read report. General usage of disposition notification follows the way as specified [IMDN] and, if needed, could be extended to adapt to CPM environment.
In a case that multiple disposition notifications were requested for the same CPM Message, after the reception of the first notification, CPM Conversation Server MAY wait others for some specific time to generate an aggregated notification based on service provider policy.
In a case that CPM Message containing disposition notification request was delivered to multiple devices owned by the recipient and duplicate notifications were received at CPM Conversation Server, CPM Conversation Server SHALL return only one notification to the originating CPM client. To do this, CPM Conversation Server SHALL keep track of status of each message distributed to multiple devices.
5.2.2.3.1 Delivery Notification
Delivery notification which comprises positive-delivery notification and negative-delivery notification indicates whether the CPM Message was successfully delivered to the intended recipient or not. 
When requesting delivery notification, the CPM Client SHALL set positive-delivery, negative-delivery or both in a CPM Message.
For handling of delivery notification request, there exist two options:
Option1: CPM Conversation Server handling of both positive and negative-delivery notifications
Option2: CPM Conversation Server handling negative-delivery notification and CPM client handling positive-delivery notification
When receiving a CPM Message containing delivery notification request, the CPM Conversation Server or the CPM Client SHALL generate the requested delivery notification and send back to the originating CPM client based on user preference and service provider policy. 
5.2.2.3.2 Read Report
Read report indicates whether the CPM Message was read or the contents were rendered by the intended recipient. When the receiving CPM client receives a CPM Message containing read report request and the contents enclosed in its body was displayed or rendered to the recipient, the CPM client SHALL generate the read report and return it to the originaing CPM client based on user preference.
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
