5.2.2.3 Disposition Notification
When the CPM User wants to know the disposition-state of the CPM Message he sent, the CPM Client SHALL request disposition notification of the CPM Message. Disposition notifications for CPM are delivery notification and read report. 
In below cases CPM Enabler allows multiple disposition notifications to be requested for the same CPM Message:
· When a disposition notification request is targeted at multiple users
· When a recipient has multiple devices and at least two devices are set to receive a CPM Message
· When different types of disposition notifications are requested for one CPM Message at the same time
For the 1st case, the originating CPM Conversation Server MAY deliver aggregated notifications to the originating CPM Client based on user preferences and service provide policy.

For the 2nd case, the terminating CPM Conversation SHALL deliver only one notification to the originating CPM Client.

For the 3rd case, the terminating CPM Conversation Server MAY deliver aggregated notifications to the originating CPM Client based on service provider policy.

5.2.2.3.1 Delivery Notification
Delivery notification which comprises positive-delivery notification and negative-delivery notification indicates whether the CPM Message was successfully delivered to the intended recipient or not. 
When requesting delivery notification, the CPM Client SHALL set positive-delivery, negative-delivery or both in a CPM Message. 
A positive-delivery notification is taken care of by a receiving CPM client. When a positive-delivery notification is requested and a CPM Client receives a CPM Message containing the positive-delivery notification request, the CPM Client SHALL generate and send the requested positive-delivery notification back to the originating CPM Client based on user preference and service provider policy.
A negative-delivery notification is taken care of by an originating or a terminating CPM Conversation Server. When a negative-delivery notification is requested and the terminating CPM Conversation Server fails to deliver the CPM Message to the target CPM Client, the CPM Conversation Server SHALL generate and send the requested negative-delivery notification back to the originating CPM Client based on user preference and service provider policy. When the originating CPM Conversation Server can not deliver the CPM Message containing a negative-delivery notification to the terminating network, the originating CPM Conversation Server SHALL generate and send the negative-delivery notification back to the originating CPM Client based on service provider policy.




5.2.2.3.2 Read Report
Read report indicates whether the CPM Message was read or the contents were rendered by the intended recipient. When the receiving CPM client receives a CPM Message containing read report request and the contents enclosed in its body was displayed or rendered to the recipient, the CPM client SHALL generate the read report and return it to the originaing CPM client based on user preference.
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
