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1 Reason for Change

When CPM AHG discussed Ericsson contribution 2008-0058 it was noted that requirement CONV-011 is to be clarified. The existing requirement CPM-CONV-011 currently reads:

	The CPM Enabler MAY support allowing/disallowing the sending of particular Media Types by individual Participants.

The authors of 2008-0058 stated that CPM-CONV-011 would already be supported in IM. Quote:
· This requirement applies operator policies for the types of media allowed/disallowed in the network. This functionality is already supported in IM.
When document 2008-0058 was discussed in Beijing, the question arose if CONV-011 refers to realtime media and/or if it refers to media clips contained in messages. The author of this contribution was then tasked to clarify this (see action CPM-2008-0006):
· Action: Hans to clarify the requirement at CPM-CONV-011

As the authors of 2008-0058 stated that CPM-CONV-011 would already be supported in IM, we copy the relevant text from the SIMPLE IM spec here:
7.1.1.1 General

Upon receiving from the served IM Client a SIP Request, the IM Server:

· …
· 4. SHALL apply  operator policies on message size and content as follows: 

· a. In case of Pager Mode message:  SHALL check the content against operator policies specified for the service and for the IM user. If the content does not conform to the policies, the IM Server SHALL respond with a 415 “Unsupported Media Type” response with the list of supported formats or media types to the originating client. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps; 

· b. In case of Large Message mode, IM session or File Transfer: SHALL check the SIP INVITE SDP attributes against operator policies specified for the service and for the IM user. If the size or content do not conform to the policies, the IM Server SHALL respond with a SIP 488 “Not Acceptable Here” response to the originating client containing the size and contents supported by the operator policies. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps.
So, in both cases, discrete and continuous media, operator policies are being checked. On top of being in line with SIMPLE IM, this also seems to make sense. Disallowing e.g. audio as an attachment but allowing to stream it, would not be consistent from a user experience point of view.
Therefore, we propose the below clarification of the requirement.
