Change 1:  Addition in Section C3..1.2, C.3.1.3
C.3.1.2 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM Pre-defined Group (originating)
This subchapter describes the originating case where a CPM User sends a Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM Pre-defined Group, This Pager Mode CPM Message is sent outside a CPM Session. The flow is same as described in subclause "C.3.1.1.1 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (originating)". The description of the steps in the context of Pre-defined Group is as follow:



1 CPM Client A send a CPM Message to a CPM Pre-defined Group identified by a CPM Pre-defined Group address, CPM Client A may request a delivery notification and/or read report. In this flow CPM Client A requests a delivery notification。

2 the description is the same as step 2 of "C.3.1.1.1 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (originating)".
3 the description is the same as step 3 of "C.3.1.1.1 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (originating)".
4 SIP/IP Core routes the request to CPM System B (CPM Conversation Server as Controlling Function) based on CPM Pre-defined Group address and the CPM Service Indication.

CPM System B(CPM Conversation Server as Controlling Function) performs the necessary group and or service control policies (e.g. authorization ), and if the CPM Client A is authorized, the CPM System B(CPM Conversation Server as Controlling Function) returns OK response after delivering CPM Message to members of the CPM Pre-defined Group as described in subclause “C.3.1.3 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM Pre-defined Group (terminating)”.

6-16 the descriptions are the same as the counterparts of "C.3.1.1.1 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (originating)".








C.3.1.3 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM Pre-defined Group (terminating)
This subchapter describes the terminating side of the case where a CPM User sends a Pager Mode CPM Message to a Predefined Group. The flow is same as described in subclause " C.3.1.1.2 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (terminating)" provided that CPM System A should be replaced with CPM Conversation Server B (Controlling Function). The description of the steps in the context of Pre-defined Group is as follow:

CPM Conversation Server B (Controlling Function) acquires the CPM Addresses of the CPM Pre-defined Group members and uses them as the destination addresses for the CPM Messages, For example, CPM Client B. sends the CPM Message to SIP/IP Core.

8 the descriptions are the same as the counterparts of " C.3.1.1.2 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (terminating)".

Note: CPM Conversation Server B(Controlling Function) sends CPM Messages to other members which are served by CPM Conversation Server B using the same flows as to CPM Client B.



9-11 the descriptions are the same as the counterparts of " C.3.1.1.2 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (terminating)"

Note: the other members which are served by CPM Conversation Server B send CPM Message delivery notifications to SIP/IP Core B using the same flows as from CPM Client B.
12 SIP/IP Core B routes the CPM Message delivery notification to CPM Conversation Server B (Controlling Function), CPM Conversation Server B (Controlling Function) constitutes a new CPM Message delivery notification by incorporating the received CPM Message delivery notifications during a period of time set by service provider policy.
Note: the newly produced CPM Message delivery notification should be sent to CPM Client A as described in subclause “C.3.1.2 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM Pre-defined Group (originating)”




13-16 the descriptions are the same as the counterparts of  " C.3.1.1.2 Pager Mode CPM Message to a CPM User (terminating)".

Note: CPM Conversation Server B (Controlling Function) sends the OK responses to other members using the same flows as to CPM Client B, when it receives 



CPM Message delivery notifications from other members.
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
