· the standalone CPM Messages associated to a CPM Conversation to be stored including the CPM Conversation Identity of the CPM Message, the CPM Contribution Identity of the CPM Message, if included, and the replied CPM Contribution Identity of the CPM Message, if included.

· the CPM Messages sent within a CPM Session associated to a CPM Conversation to be stored including the CPM Conversation Identity of the CPM Session Invitation, the CPM Contribution Identity of the CPM Session Invitation, if included, the replied CPM Contribution Identity of the CPM Session Invitation, if included, and recording date and time; and,

· the Media sent within a CPM Session associated to a CPM Conversation to be stored including the CPM Conversation Identity of the CPM Session Invitation, the CPM Contribution Identity of the CPM Session Invitation, if included, and the replied CPM Contribution Identity of the CPM Session Invitation, if included, and recording date and time.
NOTE:
The Media for the whole recorded CPM Session can be cached in CPM Conversation Server and uploaded as one block at the end of the CPM Session.

The CPM Conversation Server performing the Participating Function SHALL remain in the media path for the CPM Sessions associated to a CPM Conversation to be stored.
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
