6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Addition in Section 5.2.2.1.1
5.2.2.1.1 Pager Mode CPM Message to a Pre-defined Group
CPM User sends a pager mode CPM Message to a Pre-defined Group. SIP/IP Core serving the sender routes the CPM Message to a CPM Conversation Server serving the sender. The CPM Conversation Server authenticates and authorizes the sender. If the result is successful, the sending process continues, otherwise, finishing the process. The CPM Conversation Server identifies whether or not the Pre-defined Group is hosted by the CPM Conversation Server, if not, the CPM Conversation Server sends the CPM Message to another CPM Conversation Server hosting the Pre-defined Group through the SIP/IP Core. The CPM Conversation Server serving the sender acts as participating function, another CPM Conversation Server hosting the Pre-defined Group acts as controlling function. If the Pre-defined Group is hosted by the same CPM Conversation Server as the sender’s, the sender’s CPM Conversation Server also acts as controlling function besides participating function. The CPM Conversation Server as controlling function authenticates and authorizes the sending from the sender to the Pre-defined Group, if unsuccessful, finishing the process, otherwise, the CPM Conversation Server acquires the destination addresses from the Pre-defined Group, and sends the CPM Message to the recipients. If the recipients are not the CPM users served by the CPM Conversation Server as controlling function, the CPM Message should be forwarded to the CPM users by the CPM Conversation Server as participating function serving the CPM users.
If the sender requires the CPM Message Delivery Notification, and authorized by the receiving users and service provider policy, the recipients should send the CPM Message Delivery notification to the CPM Conversation Server as controlling function. The CPM Conversation Server as controlling function collects the received CPM Message Delivery Notification during a period time, and integrates them into a new CPM Message Delivery Notification, then sends it to the sender. The CPM Message Delivery Notification should be constituted and sent according to [draft-ietf-simple-imdn].
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
