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1 Reason for Change

In Section 5.3.2.9 of CPM AD, proper nouns “Third Party” and “3rd Party” are used to refer to the value added new services offered by external entities. In CPM Architecture diagram, there is no reference to these names as the external entities of CPM! Also, in this section as well as many other places in the AD, the words “3rd Party”, “Third Party” and “VAS” are used interchangeably. 
To be consistent with the CPM architecture diagram, this CR proposes to change all proper use of these nouns, Third Party and 3rd Party to “VAS”. The use of common nouns such as “3rd party” or “third party”, when applicable and appropriately used, should be okay.
