The Interworking Selection Function does NOT route, but sends a CPM Message to the IWF. In addition, the SIP/IP Core does NOT performs interworking, but route a CPM Message to the IWF.

· Select the Interworking Function to which a CPM Session or CPM Message needs to be routed, based on e.g. recipient user’s preferences and/or service provider’s policies.
· Subsequently send the CPM Session or CPM Message to the selected Interworking Function.
The Interworking Selection Function SHALL also be able to route a CPM Session or a CPM Message to functionality in the SIP/IP Core (e.g. MGCF, IP-SM-GW) that performs interworking.
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
