The description of the CPM-IW1 interface and its functionalities does not make it clear that this interface is not for transporting CPM session and/or continuous media. The CPM-IW1 is only a signalling vehicle during a CPM Session set up to help identify the target non-CPM service with which other CPM entities such as CPM CS and CPM IW2 interwork. Furthermore, through the use of the CPM session set up signalling, the CPM-IW1 can use its signalling vehicle for transfering “Pager Mode” CPM messages and describing only the parameters that are used by the media in the CPM session. The changes proposed below provides the needed clarifications while removes references to specific protocols (See OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0279R01.)
