5 Recommendation

5.3.1.4 Interworking Selection Function

The Interworking Selection Function identifies the Non-CPM Communication Service and selects the appropriate Interworking Function a CPM Session or a CPM Message needs to be routed to.

The Interworking Selection Function SHALL:

· Select the Interworking Function (e.g. based on recipient user’s preferences, service provider’s policies and/or type of content) to which a CPM Session or CPM Message needs to be routed.

· Subsequently send the CPM Session or CPM Message to the selected Interworking Function.

Additionally, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL also be able to route a CPM Session or a CPM Message to a functionality in the SIP/IP Core (e.g. MGCF, IP-SM-GW) that performs interworking.

5.3.1.5 Interworking Function

The Interworking Function provides interworking capabilities between CPM-based Services and Non-CPM Communication Services.
NOTE:  Within the CPM architecture it is possible that multiple instances of the Interworking Function exist at the same time, e.g. one per Non-CPM Communication Service.

The Interworking Function SHALL support the following listed functions:

· CPM Message handling
· Forwarding a CPM Message from the CPM Conversation Server to a Non-CPM Communication Service as a message specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service. 

· Receiving a message from the Non-CPM Communication Service and forwarding it as a CPM Message to the CPM Conversation Server. 

·  CPM Session Invitations handling:

· Forwarding a CPM Session Invitation from the CPM Conversation Server to a Non-CPM Communication Service as a session invitation or a non-CPM message inviting a User specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding the response (e.g. accept, deny, timeout) to a session invitation or a non-CPM message inviting a User from a Non-CPM Communication Service to the CPM Conversation Server.

· Forwarding a session invitation from the Non-CPM Communication Service to the CPM Conversation Server as a CPM Session Invitation. 

· Forwarding the response (e.g. accept, deny, timeout) to a CPM Session Invitation from the CPM Conversation Server to a Non-CPM Communication Service as the response to a session invitation.

· Continuous Media handling:

· Forwarding continuous Media data received from a CPM entity to a Non-CPM Communication Service supporting continuous Media in the format specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding continuous Media data received from a Non-CPM Communication Service towards the CPM entities (with appropriate format-changes).

·  Delivery notification and read reports handling:

· Forwarding delivery notifications and read reports from the CPM Conversation Server to a Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding delivery notifications and read reports from a Non-CPM Communication Service to the CPM Conversation Server. 
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
