5.3.5.1.1 CPM-NNI

The CPM-NNI interface is provided by the CPM Conversation Server to allow entities in a remote CPM Environment to access / trigger the functionalities of the CPM Conversation Server in the home CPM Environment.

Signalling Control interface CPM-NNI supports the communication between the home CPM Conversation Server and a CPM Conversation requestor located in a remote CPM Environment.  The CPM Conversation requestor can be a remote CPM Conversation Server. The interface relies on the communication via the SIP/IP Cores between the different networks.

NOTE: The CPM-NNI interface can also be used by remote SIP based networks for CPM-compatible SIP services.  

Supported functionalities include:

· CPM Session signalling

· CPM Message transfer

· Continuous Media transfer

· Control of continuous Media transfers
· Group Session Management
The protocols used for the CPM-NNI are SIP, SDP [RFC4566], MSRP [RFC4975], and RTP/RTCP [RFC3550]. SIP is used for CPM Session signalling to establish MSRP sessions and for discrete Pager Mode CPM Message transfer. SDP is used to describe the set of media streams, codecs, and other media related parameters supported during CPM Session set up. MSRP is used for the transfer of Large Message Mode CPM Messages, as well as for the exchange of CPM Messages, both small and large, within a CPM Session. RTP is used for continuous Media transport and RTCP supports for the exchange of information needed to control the RTP sessions. 
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
