	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow a CPM User to switch on/off notifications, subject to service provider's policy on which notifications can be switched on/off by this feature.

Note: the filtering of in-band notifications is NOT solved by this CR and follows the proposal made in the ADRR comment. For in-band notifications filtering, there are a few options available:
· leave the choice to the CPM Client to filter out received notifications (valid for both in-band and out-of-band notifications actually),

· filter notifications sent by each CPM entity capable of in-band notification (e.g. the CPM Conversation Server or the Message and Media Storage Server, pending finalization of protocol choices).

Considering that some protocol choices are still open for some of the CPM entities envisioned to be capable of in-band notification, it is proposed to keep an Editor’s Note in each such CPM entity’s section, aimed at being resolved once the TS mature along with the protocols being chosen for realization of interfaces supporting notifications.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  5.3.1.7 - Notification Entity
The Notification Entity is responsible for the delivery of notifications to the applicable Device(s) of the CPM User, upon the request of other entities inside the CPM architecture.

NOTE: The capabilities of the protocols chosen for CPM interfaces will determine when the Notification Entity is used for notifications. 

The Notification Entity provides the following high level functionalities:

· Accepting requests to deliver a notification to the applicable Device(s) of the CPM User.
· Filtering requests to deliver a notification based on the preferences of the CPM User and service provider policies.
· Selection of the applicable Device(s) of a CPM User to send the notification to.

· Properly formatting the notification that is to be delivered.

· Delivery of the notification to the selected Device(s) of the CPM User.

The Notification Entity MAY interact with the Push Enabler for:

· Delivery of a notification to the applicable Device(s) of a CPM User using channels supported by the Push Enabler (e.g. SIP, SMS, UDP).

Editor’s Note: It is FFS (based on TS-work) whether really a Notification Entity separate from the Push Enabler is necessary. Potential unique functionality for the Notification Entity:
