	The CPM Enabler MAY allow an Authorized Principal to join a CPM Session in a "hidden mode"; that is, his/her presence in the communication and identity are not to be disclosed to other Participants, subject to service provider policies.

	CPM-CONV-027
	The CPM Enabler SHALL ensure that a Principal who has joined a CPM Session in “hidden mode” becomes a non-hidden Participant prior to sending CPM Messages and/or continuous Media from that Principal to the CPM Session.
	CPM V1.1


From the two requirements, we think the “hidden mode” is used for CPM Group session purpose only, not applied to 1-1 session. From CPM-CONV-027, when a hidden user wants to send message, he should be change states to non-hidden. If we allow a hidden user to setup a 1-1 session with receipt but receipt does not know some one has set a session with him. It’s seems strange to the receipt. We think for the 1-1 session, the both sides should know each other.

So we think the best place to “hidden mode” is CPM CF section.

We propose to close this comment without action, but we think we’d better to discuss this firstly.
