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1 Reason for Change

Samsung has Action Item on solving ADRR comments A337, A338, and A343. 

Here is the recommendation of ARC chair regarding section 5 Dependency.

Thank you for your question, and for the additional context.
 

I interpret "dependency" as: functionality required in order to fulfill part or all of the requirements of the enabler (optional or mandatory).
 

So my interpretation would cover both of Zoltan's examples:
- an enabler that is required
- an enabler that may be called upon (to fulfill CPM requirements - Musa's addition)
 

Note that in my interpretation this does not cover the case where a deployment of a service includes a CPM enabler implementation, where some other enabler implementations are also deployed in order to create an innovative, feature-rich service offering. If these other enabler implementations cover functionality that is not addressed by CPM requirements, but rather serve as "bells and whistles" to make the service more attractive, I do not consider these dependencies.
 

Therefore, my recommendation to MWG CPM for the "Dependencies" section of the CPM AD (or any other AD) is to be as inclusive as you need to be, from the perspective of fulfillment of CPM requirements.
 

Fulfillment of CPM requirements is the key here.
 

I hope this helps.
In the recommendation of ARC chair, it explicitly mentioned that CPM AD needs to include some enablers which are called upon in order to fulfil CPM requirements. 

Here are some requirements on Presence and CAB.

	CPM-PRS-001
	If Presence Information is available, the CPM Enabler SHALL be able to use that information to enhance the CPM user experience.
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-CAB-001
	The CPM Enabler SHALL provide a network based address book for the CPM User.
	CPM V1.0


Therefore, Presence and CAB needs to be included in CPM AD section 5 Dependency.
