Change 1:  Update CPM-IW3 interface
5.3.3.4 CPM-IW3

The CPM-IW3 interface is provided by the Interworking Function to support the direct User Plane communication between other entities (such as the CPM Conversation Server or the CPM Client) and the Interworking Function.

NOTE: The CPM-IW3 is not an independent interface, but is under the control of the SIP session signalling part of the CPM-IW2 interface. The exact network path used for the direct User Plane communication (i.e. MSRP and RTP/RTCP protocols) of this interface will be negotiated via the SIP signalling part of the CPM-IW2 interface.
Supported functionalities include:

· CPM Message transfer

· Continuous Media transfer

· Control of continuous Media transfers

The MSRP [RFC4975] and RTP/RTCP [RFC3550] protocols are used for the CPM-IW3 interface. MSRP is used for the transfer of Large Message Mode CPM Messages, as well as for the exchange of CPM Messages, both small and large, within a CPM Session. It is not used for Pager Mode CPM Messages. RTP is used for continuous Media transport and RTCP supports the exchange of information needed to control RTP sessions.
Change 2:  Update CPM-UUI interface

5.3.5.1.2 CPM-UUI

The CPM-UUI interface is provided by the CPM Client to support the direct User Plane communication between other entities (such as another CPM Client, possibly in a remote CPM environment) and the CPM Client.

NOTE: The CPM-UUI is not an independent interface, but is under the control of the SIP session signalling part of the CPM-CONV interface. The exact network path used for the direct User Plane communication (i.e. MSRP and RTP/RTCP protocols) of this interface will be negotiated via the SIP signalling part of the CPM-CONV interface.
Media interfaces in CPM-UUI support a direct peer-to-peer connection for User Plane communication between two CPM Clients either in the same domain or in different domains. Use of this interface to enable the “direct peer-to-peer link” solution is optional when the CPM Participating Function does not stay in the media path.

Supported functionalities include:

· CPM Message transfer
· Continuous Media transfer
· Control of continuous Media transfers
The MSRP [RFC4975] and RTP/RTCP [RFC3550] protocols are used for the CPM-UUI interface.
