5 Recommendation

It is assumed that CPM-NNI is the only interface between 2 CPM environments. It should, then, be made clear in the AD as which components in the remote CPM environment may use this interface for interacting with the home CPM environment. Can any component in the remote CPM environment have exchanges via CPM-NNI with the home Conversation Server? Is it only CS-to-CS? Or is it a specific subset of components. The comment asks that these should be listed. The current statement leaves all of the above to reader’s interpretation. Our proposal is to provide clarifications stating that all interactions between the home CPM environment and a remote CPM environment go through the CPM-NNI interface. Otherwise and if not all, then, we are asked “to show the correct interactions between a component in the remote CPM environment and a component in the home CPM architecture.

5.3.2.11   Remote CPM Environment

The remote CPM environment is the CPM environment residing in another (remote) network.

This remote CPM environment is a mirror of the environment described in this document, and can contain the full set of CPM functional components described in this document or a subset thereof.

The CPM Enabler interacts with the remote CPM environment to allow CPM Users of the local CPM environment to interact with CPM Users of the other (remote) network.

All interactions between the home CPM environment and a remote CPM environment take place over the CPM-NNI interface.
