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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes the description for the Signalling Compression.
R01 :

The comment received during the last CC is that the CPM Client doesn’t perform SIP signalling compression.

To avoid confusion about which specific component performs the SIP signalling compression, “the CPM Client” is replaced by “the UE”.

The ALU’s draft CR on the same topic is incorporated & ALU is added as a co-signer and many of Ivo’s comments are also incorporated.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Signalling Compression
5.1.1.2  SIP Signalling Compression

SIP signalling compression is performed in wireless environment on both sides of the wireless access to maximize the transport efficiency and to improve the service quality.
The UE and the SIP/IP Core provides signalling compression to reduce the transmission delays according to [RFC3320], [RFC3485], and [RFC3486]. When the signalling compression is to be used, the UE SHALL indicate the signalling compression support as a CPM Client User Agent Capability at the SIP registration.
To improve the compression efficiency, the UE and the SIP/IP Core MAY support extended operations(e.g, dynamic compression as defined in RFC[3321]).
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the UE and the SIP/IP Core follows the procedures defined in [3GPP TS24.229]/[3GPP2 X.S0013.4].
