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1 Reason for Contribution

According to the discussion of CPM and PoC Joint session in Paris meeting, the author is assigned to analyse among the requirements of PoC Invitation Reservation and some similar requirements of CPM.
Based on those understanding, those requirements written in PoC and CPM RD documents are worth to be further studied.
2 Summary of Contribution

After comparing requirements of PoC Invitation Reservation and the relevant requirements of CPM, this contribution is proposing to consider those relevant requirements of PoC and CPM as similar requirements, and, further address those requirements by outputting a common solution accepted by PoC WG and CPM WG. This contribution is also to introduce the solution which used to be discussed in PoC WG to CPM PoC Joint meeting in detail proposal section.
The important issue should be mentioned is that the requirements of Invitation Reservation of PoCv2.1 has not been covered in PoCv2.1 AD and SD document at present, CPM WG should be known the activities on PoC Invitation Reservation in PoC WG (e.g. postpone) in author’s view.
The basic usages and element are listed when we are evaluating the differences among related requirements of PoC Invitation Reservation and CPM.

When a PoC User requests a PoC Server to reserve an invitation with its preferred PoC Service Settings the PoC Server automatically establishes a corresponding PoC Session on behalf of the PoC User’s request.
