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1 Reason for Contribution

According to the discussion of CPM and PoC Joint session in Paris meeting, the author is assigned to analyse among the requirements of PoC External Entity and CPM Value Added Service.

The requirements of PoC External Entity described the functionality of “the PoC External Media Content Entity function which allows a Participant to request media from a non PoC compliant External Media Content Entity, and then for the media content to be conveyed to the Participants of the PoC Session.”
CPM VAS requirements allow CPM enabler to interact with Application which is not OMA CPM compliant by providing an interface between CPM Application Controlling and CPM Conversation Server functionality according to requirements in CPM RD and CPM AD documents.

Based on those understanding, those requirements wrote in PoC and CPM RD documents are worth to be further studied.

2 Summary of Contribution

The relevant requirements adopt in CPM RD document and PoC RD document are shown below.

After comparing requirements of PoC External Entity and CPM VAS, this contribution is proposing to consider PoC External Entity requirements to be covered by CPM VAS requirements. Additionally, this contribution would introduce the solution adopt in PoCv2.1 to CPM PoC Joint meeting in detail proposal section and suggests PoC and CPM WG to pay attention to the functionalities and potential resolutions among the requirements of PoC External Entity and CPM VAS.

The basic usages and element are listed when we are evaluating the differences among related requirements of PoC Invitation Reservation and CPM.

External Media Content Entity
The PoC External Media Content Entity function allows a Participant to request media content from a non PoC compliant External Media Content Entity, and then for the media content to be conveyed to the Participants of the PoC Session. The External Media Content Entity can perform tasks out of scope of PoC e.g. , e.g.,  conveying static or streaming media content, accessing a network camera to perform security surveillance of a building, etc. It may be possible for a PoC User to remotely control the external device.
