6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 5 – add bullet
The CPM functional components interact with the following external functional components to be able to provide the functionalities of the CPM Enabler:
· A SIP/IP Core, which is an underlying infrastructure that provides SIP-based and IP-based functionalities that are needed to support the CPM Enabler. See section 5.3.2.1 for details of this external functional component.
· Supporting Enablers, which are other OMA Enablers being used to support the CPM Enabler. The following supporting Enablers are used by the CPM Enabler:
· The Presence Enabler for retrieving Presence Information from and publishing Presence Information to.
· The XDM Enabler for storage and manipulation of user preferences, User Preferences Profiles, CPM Group definitions, URI-list definitions, and policy information.

· The Charging Enabler for the submission of charging information.

· The CAB enabler for enrichment of the CPM end-user experience (e.g.  in order to allow the CPM user to start a CPM conversation by selecting a contact from his personal address book)
· The Push Enabler for the delivery of notifications to the device(s) of a CPM User.

· The Device Management Enabler for the management of the CPM Client’s and Message and Media Storage Client’s settings.
See sections 5.3.2.2 to 5.3.2.7 for details on why and how the CPM Enabler uses these supporting Enablers.

Change 2:  section 5.3.2.2 add text
5.3.2.2Converged Address Book Enabler

The CAB Enabler provides the central unit for address book handling which includes synchronization of address books in the case of multiple Devices’ ownership and interacts with other components to consolidate and enrich all information relating to a contact. The functionalities provided by the CAB Enabler are specified in [OMA-CAB-AD]. 
· The relation between CAB enabler and CPM components are the following:
· The CPM conversation server must be able to recover additional information from the CAB enabler in order to be able to present to the recipient CPM User enriched information about the originator CPM user.

· The CPM conversation history is able to enriched the information associated to the CPM conversations thread by acceding to the CAB of the CPM user (e.g. resolution of addresses into display name)

· For interworking purposes, the PF, CF and ISF MAY need to access to CAB server in order to find some alternative for routable addresses.
· The XDM CPM User Preferences need to access to CAB in order to be able to propose preferences settings related to the organisation that the user made on his contacts
· On the client side, the CPM user must be able to start any CPM conversation by selecting a contact from his personal address book.
