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1 Reason for Change

The current SD does not contain a description of the process to transform a CPM 1-1 Session into a CPM 1-N Session. This process needs to be documented to allow users to extend a CPM Session they may have with one other principal to include other principals.
This change request adds the normative text for this to the SD.

Note: A companion change request, adding an informative flow of the process to Appendix C, is submitted as document OMA-MWG-CPM-2008-0630.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new section (as section 5.2.3.3) to SD.
5.2.3.3 Extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM 1-N Session
In order to extend an existing CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM 1-N Session (e.g. to add participants to the CPM 1-1 Session), the extending CPM Client initiate the creation of an ad-hoc CPM 1-N Session, as described in section 5.2.3.2.1, with the modifications described in this section.
In addition to the actions described in section 5.2.3.2.1.1, when sending the CPM Session Invitation for the ad-hoc CPM 1-N Session, the originating CPM Client SHALL:
· Indicate that the CPM 1-N Session is intended as the replacement of a CPM 1-1 Session.

· Include the address of the peer CPM User of the CPM 1-1 Session in the list of addresses of invited CPM Users.

· Include the addresses of the other CPM Users that are additionally invited to the extended CPM Session in the list of addresses of invited CPM Users.
· The identity of the CPM 1-1 Session that is being replaced with the CPM 1-N Session.
· Upon successful set-up of the CPM 1-N Session, redirect all Media for the CPM Session towards the new CPM 1-N Session instead of the CPM 1-1 Session.
Besides the actions described in section 5.2.3.2.1.2, when receiving a request to create an ad-hoc CPM 1-N Session including an indication that the CPM 1-N Session is a replacement for a CPM 1-1 Session, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL:
· Indicate that the new CPM Session is intended as a replacement for a CPM 1-1 Session in the CPM Session Invitation sent towards the peer CPM User of the CPM 1-1 Session.
· Include the identity of the CPM 1-1 Session that is being replaced in the CPM Session Invitation sent towards the peer CPM User of the CPM 1-1 Session.
Besides the actions described in section 5.2.3.2.1.3, when receiving an CPM Session Invitation including an indication that the CPM 1-N Session is a replacement for a CPM 1-1 Session, the invited CPM Client SHALL:

· Upon accepting the CPM 1-N Session, disconnect the CPM 1-1 Session and redirect all Media for the CPM Session towards the new CPM 1-N Session.
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
