6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add C.3.1.1.x flow – forwarding data stored in Message and Media Storage Server
C.3.1.1.x forwarding data stored in Message and Media Storage Server
This section describes the case when a CPM Client forwards the stored data in Message and Media Storage Server without downloading them to the local device. 
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Figure xx. Forwarding data stored in Message and Media Storage Server
1. CPM Client A sends a CPM Message towards a recipient. The CPM Message contains references to the location of the stored data in Message and Media Storage Server.
2. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Message to CPM Conversation Server A(Participating Function).
3. CPM Conversation Server A(Participating Function) sends a CPM retrieve request to fetch the referenced data from Message and Media Storage Server A.
4. Message and Media Storage Server A returns the referenced data to the CPM Conversation Server A(Participating Function) with an OK response. If the referenced data or part of it doesn’t exist, the Message and Media Storage Server may send a failure response to the CPM Conversation Server A(Participating Function).
5. CPM Conversation Server A(Participating Function) integrates the data with the original CPM Message, performs the originating CPM services and then sends the CPM Message to SIP/IP Core A. If the referenced data or part of it doesn’t exist, the CPM Conversation Server A(Participating Function) may send a failure response towards the CPM Client A. 

6. SIP/IP Core A routes the CPM Message to the CPM System B.
7. CPM Sytem B returns OK response after delivering the CPM Message.
8-9. The OK response is routed to CPM Client A along the same signalling path.
