Change 2:  Extension of General Concept section on Identification description
Identification

The objects described in this section can be addressed in the CPM Enabler. Each object is identified by an absolute URI.

Editor's note: It is FFS if, for multi-device support or other reasons, further objects need to be addressed.

5.2.3.1 CPM User 

A CPM User is identified by a CPM Address. 

NOTE:
A CPM User can have multiple CPM Addresses.

The CPM Address SHALL be in the format of 

· a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261]; or,
· a TEL URI as specified in [RFC3966].
5.2.3.2 Non-CPM User 

A non-CPM User is identified inside the CPM Enabler by a non-CPM User address. When the non-CPM User address is transported inside the CPM Enabler, the non-CPM User address SHALL be in the URI format as specified in [RFC2396]. 

Examples of the possible formats are:

· a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261];
· a TEL URI as specified in [RFC3966];
· a WV URI as specified in [OMA-IMPS_CSP-TS]; and,
· a MAILTO URI as specified in [RFC2368].
CPM requests from non-CPM Users MAY contain the Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier.

5.2.3.3 CPM Client 

CPM Client is uniquely identified by an Unique User Agent Identifier. A Unique User Agent Identifier distinguishes the CPM Client on the UE from other CPM Clients on other UEs used by the same CPM User. 

The Unique User Agent Identifier SHALL be in the format of

· UUID URN as specified in [RFC4122].
At registration, the static Unique User Agent Identifier is bound to the User Agent Address. The User Agent Address is used for CPM Session and Message Handling.
The User Agent Address SHALL be in the format of

·  a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261]
Additionally, the CPM User MAY set human-readable User Assigned Device Name to distinguish between his/her CPM Clients
5.2.3.4 CPM Pre-defined Group 

A CPM Pre-defined Group is uniquely identified by a CPM Pre-defined Group address. The CPM Pre-defined Group address SHALL be in the format of a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261].

5.2.3.5 Non-CPM Group 

A non-CPM group is uniquely identified in the CPM Enabler by a non-CPM group address. When the non-CPM Group address is transported in the CPM Enabler, the non-CPM group address SHALL be in the URI format as specified in [RFC2396].

Examples of the possible formats are:

· a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261];
· a TEL URI as specified in [RFC3966]; and
· a WV URI as specified in [OMA-TS-IMPS_CSP].
5.2.3.6 CPM Session 

A CPM Session is uniquely identified by a CPM Session Identity.

The CPM Conversation Server performing the Controlling Function SHALL generate the CPM Session Identity when the CPM Session is initiated.

The CPM Session Identity SHALL be in the format of a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261].

Editor’s note: It is FFS how the CPM Session identity is created in one-to-one CPM Session and whether this is needed at all.

A Message and Media Storage Space is uniquely identified by a Message and Media Storage Space Address.
Editor’s note: The format of this Address will be defined after the protocol decision of the CPM-STO Interface.
Additionally, the CPM User MAY set a human-readable Message and Media Storage Space Name to distinguish between his/her Message and Media Storage Spaces
5.2.3.10 User Preferences Profile
A User Preferences Profile is uniquely identified by a User Preferences Profile Identifier.
Additionally, the CPM User MAY set a human-readable User Preferences Profile Name to distinguish between his/her User Preferences Profiles
5.2.3.11 Relationship of identifiers related to the CPM User

Device Relationship in the multiple-device environment for CPM V1.0:

· The CPM User can use multiple CPM Clients simultaneously registered
· These multiple CPM Clients can be registered with the same CPM Address. 
· Each CPM Client is identified by a Unique User Agent Identifier.
· A User Agent Address is bound at registration to the static Unique User Agent Identifier of a CPM Client. 
· The CPM User may define one or several User Preferences Profiles. 
· Each User Preferences Profile is identified by a User Preferences Profile Identifier. 

· A User Preferences Profile can be bound by the CPM User to a single CPM Client, a subset of his/her CPM Clients or all his/her CPM Clients. 
· The CPM User may define a User Preferences Profile Name for each of his/her User Preferences Profiles which represents the User Preferences Profile Identifier in a human readable manner

Message and Media Storage Space Relationship: 
· The CPM User can have one or several Message and Media Storage Spaces. 
· A Message and Media Storage Space is identifies by a Message and Media Storage Space Address.
· A Message and Media Storage Space can be bound to a single, subset or all CPM Addresses. 
· The CPM User may define a Message and Media Storage Space Name for each of his/her devices which represents the Message and Media Storage Space Identifier in a human readable manner.
Participation in Group Sessions: 

· The CPM User is allowed to use a Pseudonym when using a CPM-based Service. This Pseudonym is transient and only defined during the CPM User’s participation in a given CPM Session. Therefore, the Pseudonym is bound to an CPM Address.
· A CPM Address can belong persistently to one or more CPM Pre-defined Groups and also can belong temporarily to one or more CPM Ad-hoc Groups.
