In the CPM RD, there are following requirements about Anonymous Participation and Pseudonyms:

	The CPM Enabler SHALL allow for participation in a CPM Group Session using a Pseudonym depending on the CPM Group and service provider's policy.
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-CONV-023
	The CPM Enabler SHOULD allow a CPM User to negotiate and use a unique Pseudonym when requesting to join anonymously in a CPM Group Session depending on the CPM Group and service provider's policy. For example, the negotiation process may reject forbidden or sensitive words.
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-CONV-024
	The CPM Enabler SHOULD provide a mechanism for a CPM User to allow CPM Users to contact each other using Pseudonyms assigned to them for a CPM Group Session. 
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-CONV-025
	The CPM Enabler MAY provide the CPM User with a mechanism to renegotiate his/her Pseudonym during a CPM Group Session, subject to service provider policies. For example, the renegotiation process may reject forbidden sensitive words.

From the requirements, the CPM enabler should provide the mechanism to negotiate a unique Pseudonym to a CPM Group Session for a CPM User based on CPM Group policies and the service provider policies. This contribution gives the detailed description for Anonymous Participation and Pseudonyms in SD.

Change 2:  Add the complementary words for Anonymous Participation and Pseudonyms section
5.2.3.7 Anonymous Participation and Pseudonyms
The CPM Client May join the CPM Session anonymously with a unique pseudonym. The Pseudonym is negotiated in the CPM Session Invitation procedure and can be later on re-negotiated using the CPM Session modification procedure.

When sending a CPM Session Invitation, the inviting CPM Client May offer the proposed Pseudonym if the CPM client wants to join the CPM Session anonymously.

When sending a successful CPM Session Invitation response, the invited CPM Client May offer the proposed Pseudonym if the CPM client wants to join the CPM Session anonymously.

When receiving the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response with proposed Pseudonym, the CPM Conversation Server performing the Participating Function SHALL:
· check the proposed Pseudonym depending on the service provider's policy;
· reject the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response if the proposed Pseudonym includes forbidden or sensitive words; or
· revise the proposed Pseudonym in the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response if the proposed Pseudonym includes forbidden or sensitive words; and route the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response to CPM Controlling Function hosting CPM Session as specified in the subsection 5.2.3.2.1"CPM Session initiation"; or
· route the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response to CPM Controlling Function hosting CPM Session as specified in the subsection 5.2.3.2.1"CPM Session initiation" if the proposed Pseudonym does not include forbidden or sensitive words.
When receiving the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response with proposed Pseudonym, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL:
· check the proposed Pseudonym depending on the CPM Group and service provider's policy;
· reject the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response if the proposed Pseudonym includes forbidden or sensitive words; or
· revise the proposed Pseudonym in the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response if the proposed Pseudonym includes forbidden or sensitive words; and route the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response as specified in the subsection 5.2.3.2.1 "CPM Session initiation"; or
· route the CPM Session Invitation or successful CPM Session Invitation response as specified in the subsection 5.2.3.2.1 "CPM Session initiation" if the proposed Pseudonym does not include forbidden or sensitive words 
When receiving the rejecting message, the CPM client who sends the CPM Session Invitation SHALL:

· resend the CPM invitation with another proposed Pseudonym
