Change 2:  Add the complementary words for Retrieving the deferred message section
5.2.2.2    Retrieving the deferred message
When the CPM Conversation Server performing the Participating Function in the receiving network finds the deferred message’s receiver becomes available to receive the message, the Participating Function
· SHALL check the user preferences and the service provider policies.
· If the user preferences or service provider policies indicate that the message should be pushed to the recipient and the deferred message’s receiver is available to CPM services, SHALL delivers the message to all or a subset of the Devices bound to the recipient CPM User’s address(es); or 
· If the user preferences or service provider policies indicate that the message should be pushed to the recipient and the deferred message’s receiver is available in legacy message services, SHALL delivers the message to the recipient via interworking.
· If the user preferences or service provider policies indicate that the message should be retrieved by the recipient, SHALL send the request with necessary information to Push Enabler as described in [OMA-PUSH-AD] for notifications delivery.
NOTE:
The notification MAY include the message information (e.g. message size, message sender’s address, message sending time) and SHALL include the indication for retrieving part or whole message. The recipient can retrieve the message when needed.
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
