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1 Reason for Change

While discussing 2008-0696R01 we noticed that the text in the SD takes for granted that the originator terminates the CPM session. 

This CR adds a mention that the party that got invited to the session can request its closure.

Note: the author could not find need to change other “session closing” text than the one in 5.2.3.1.2

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.2.3.1.2 Closing a Session

In order to close a CPM Session, the CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session leaving request to the SIP/IP Core serving the CPM Client.
The SIP/IP Core routes the CPM Session leaving request according to the signalling path used at the CPM Session establishment.

The CPM Participating Function of the CPM User closing the CPM Session SHALL route the CPM Session leaving request according to the signalling path used at the CPM Session establishment.

The SIP/IP Core routes the CPM Session leaving request according to the signalling path used at the CPM Session establishment.

The CPM Participating Function of the peer CPM User SHALL route the CPM Session leaving request according to the signalling path used at the CPM Session establishment.
Alternative: 

If the CPM Client closing the CPM Session is the originally invited CPM Client, then the signalling for the CPM Session closure SHALL use the reverse signalling path of that used to establish the CPM Session.
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
