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1 Reason for Change

Sections 5.2.3.1.1.2 and 5.2.3.2.1.3 of the SD document addresses the mechanism to route a CPM Session Invitation via the SIP/IP Core to an invited CPM User that could have multiple registered CPM Clients. An earlier CR (2008-0805) on Section 5.2.3.2.1.3 addressing this subject for the case of Group Session Initiation was not agreed in Cancun. In working on revisions to 805, this author noticed a shortcoming with Section 5.2.3.1.1.2 as being totally silent on the question of multi-device. This CR addresses both issues, the multi-device environment for the 1-1 case and the misalignments issue for the Group Session.
R01: Incorporating comments fom Samsung and NSN, the following changes were made:

· The two Editor’s Notes removed from Section 5.2.3.2.1.3 were reinstated in Section 5.2.3.1.1.2
· Removed a reference to the “Reject-Contact” protocol operation.

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the CPM group agree to the proposed changes in Section 6 below.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

The description in Section 5.2.3.1.1.2 of the CPM SD missed to consider multi-device environment in the case of 1-1 CPM Session Invitation when the invited user has multiple clients registered under a single address (i.e., Tel URI and SIP URI). This subject was, however, addressed for the case of Group CPM Session Invitation in Section 5.2.3.2.1.3. But, the description in this section is a bit convoluted and does not clearly provide demarcation of the tasks performed by the CPM Participating Function and the SIP/IP Core entity. Their roles seem to be mixed and conflicting when applied to multiple CPM Clients registered under the same CPM User. Considering the mechanism in question is the same for both cases of 1-1 Session and Group Session, it’s also proposed to remove detailed description form the Group Session Initiation and provide a reference for the mechanism to the 1- 1 Session.  

In changes proposed below, all these issues are addresses, the missing parts are added, the description of two sections are aligned in terms of the similarity of the routing mechanism by simply referencing the mechanism in the Group Session.  
Change 1:  1-1 Session Invitation Routing to User with Multiple Registered Clients
5.2.3.1.1.2
Network serving the invited CPM User
The SIP/IP Core serving the invited CPM User routes the CPM Session Invitation to the CPM Participating Function serving the invited CPM User based on the included CPM enabler usage indication. 

Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation, the CPM Participating Function SHALL:

· if multiple CPM Clients are registered, 
1. determine which CPM Clients are not to receive the CPM Session Invitation based on criteria such as offered Media Types of in the CPM Session Invitation, the capabilities of CPM Clients of the invited CPM User, invited CPM User's preferences and service provider policies.
2. indicate in the CPM Session Invitation the Unique User Agent Identifier(s) of the CPM Client(s) not eligible for reception of the CPM Session Invitation.

· determine whether to continue the CPM Session establishment or interworking is needed.
1. if CPM Session, route the CPM Session Invitation to the invited CPM Client via the SIP/IP Core from which the CPM Session Invitation was received if the recipient is a CPM User and is available
. 
2. if interworking, route the CPM Session Invitation to the Interworking Selection Function through the SIP/IP Core if interworking is to occur as described in the section 5.3.1.1 “Interworking Decision”
· decide whether or not to remain in the media path for this session according to service provider policy.
Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation, the SIP/IP Core serving the invited CPM User:

· adds the received CPM Address of the called party  into the CPM Session Invitation(s); and,

· routes the CPM Session Invitation(s) to the CPM Clients of the invited CPM User apart from those listed as not eligible for reception of the CPM Session Invitation.

Editor’s note: It is FFS whether the CPM Participating Function is also capable of inserting the received CPM Address of the called party  into the CPM Session Invitation.

Editor’s note: It is FFS whether adding the received CPM Address of the called party into the CPM Session Invitation is necessary all the time.
Change 2:  Group Session Invitation Routing to User with Multiple Registered Clients
5.2.3.2.1.3
Network serving the invited CPM User
Apply the same mechanism described for routing a 1-1 CPM Session Invitation to a Group CPM Session in Section 5.2.3.1.1.2 for “Network serving the invited CPM User.”
