6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.2.X Interworking between CPM and IM
Both CPM and IM are services that are based on SIP. In 3GPP/3GPP2 networks they are considered “IMS” services, since they are triggered by filter criteria in the user profile and are executed by application servers. 
When a CPM user sends a pager mode message or a large mode message, he will use the recipient’s SIP or TEL URI to address the message. Interworking cannot be invoked in the originating network when the message is received from the client because the destination address is the same as that of any other CPM user.  The CPM client will insert the CPM feature tag in the outgoing message and the message will be routed to the terminating network. 
When the message is received at the terminating network, it will be handled according to the recipient’s service profile.
If the recipient does not have CPM service, the S-CSCF in the terminating network may either send the pager mode message or large message invitation directly to the recipient, or it may select an Application Server ( e.g., IM server) to handle the incoming message.
The IM application server may modify the feature tag received to that of the IM service. The IM server would handle the message or session invitation as it would handle any other IM incoming message or session invitation and would forward the request to the IM client.
In the terminating network there is no need to invoke a  dedicated interworking function since there is no protocol translation needed. 
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
