This CR proposes content for new sections for the CPM Conversation Function TS.

4. clarify why the Registration message is received in CPM PF

5. Add step 5 for sending the SUSBCRIBE

6. Add general section about the IMS core for 3GPP/3GPP2 networks
7. Define CPM Server
R02: Addresses R&A comments from NSN and Acision

Acision:

The following issues have been found in this document: 

1. Change 1: the reference to [draft-update-pai] contains two different document identifiers. Remove the "draft-elwell-..." document identifier. 
· OK
2. Change 2: We do not need this definition of CPM Server; just use the proper terms (CPM Participating Function, CPM Controlling Function, etc) in the remainder of the document. Introducing this definition is only confusing. 
· OK
3. 
Change 3: This section is confusing. I suggest to only describe what an Authenticated Originator''s CPM Address is and where it can be found. Move all the normative text around what CPM functional components can do or do with it towards the appropriate procedures in the remainder of the document. This is about the following parts of this section: 
· It is better to not repeat some of this information in every single section that needs to use the AOCA 
· the 2nd half of the 2nd paragraph (basically everything after the sentence ending with the reference to [draft-update-pai] 
· The 2nd half will be the central place in the TS to describe all the identification information of the Client and parameters the client uses to send his identity and to specify if privacy is requested. It is better to have this information in one central place instead of repeated all over the TS.  
· Everything of the 3rd paragraph after the first statement on the From header MAY contain the AOCA 
· OK
· The whole 4th paragraph 
· This is very important information and should be kept in the TS.
4. Change 4: I would reword this section into first a general statement about the CPM functional components having to comply to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core and then a specific statement on where the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core can be found in case of 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS. 
· OK
5. Change 5: The registration event package is defined in RFC3860, not in RFC3265, so the reference should be to that RFC in the description of subscribing to the registration event package. 
· OK,  but I think you mean 3680
6. Change 5: [RFC3903] is used as a reference, but this reference is not described in the references section. 
· OK, Added reference
8. Changes 3 & 5: Be very specific to what part of [3GPP TS24.229] you are referring. This is a huge specification, which for the most part is not about registration at all. 
· In change 3 (now change 2), the reference is specifically referring to the P-Asserted-identity. For change 5 the paragraph was removed.

much of this text has been copied straight out of the SIMPLE IM TS. This seems to be the reason why it is hard to digest this text.
- The definition given for CPM Server is confusing as it is restricted to PF. The text however uses it also for CF. Do we need such a definition at all?

Authenticated Originator is capitalized though there is no formal definition for it
· There is a whole new section that defines what it is
- capitalization in “P-Asserted-identity”
· OK
- in “The From header MAY be used to carry the Authenticated Originator''s CPM Address, and MAY be supported by the CPM Server” it is not clear what the second MAY refers to – to the From header or the Authenticated Originator’s CPM Address.
· Para removed 
- the term “proxy authentication” is used without explanation or reference. Do you refer to RFC 2617? - what is a “trust domain”?
· Para removed
- the PF rejects when it cannot obtain Authenticated Originator’s CPM Address. The preceding text is all optional however on carrying it. This seems a disconnect.
· Preceding text removed

- referring to 24229 in its entirety for “3rd party REGISTER” is problematic as 24229 is a huge specification and spelling is inconsistent in that spec. So, it is already a challenge to identify the right section in there. Therefore, please provide specific reference (suppose it is section 5.4.1.7 in 860 version).
· OK 

- the PF itself does not receive the SIP REGISTER request. Rather, this is the SIP/IP core. The PF just receives a notification about the registration.
· No, the PF does receive the SIP REGISTER from the SIP/IP core when it has requested to receive it through the third party register request as described in the paragraph you mention above.

- use of double quotes in “reg” event package is confusing. Would it be ok to leave them away?
· Leaving them away is more confusing, because that is how they is described in the RFC

- reference to RFC3265 only when referring to reg event package is confusing. Do you mean RFC3680?
- “a expiration timer” should read “an expiration timer”
· OK

6.2 Authenticated Originator’s CPM Address

The Authenticated Originator's CPM Address is the CPM Address of the originating CPM Client that has been authenticated by the SIP/IP Core or the Group Identity when the CPM Controlling CPM Function invites users to a Group Session. 

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, then the Authenticated Originator's CPM Address is contained in the P-Asserted-Identity header according to rules and procedures of [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.004] and as described in [RFC3325] and [draft-update-pai]. The CPM Client MAY insert a P-Preferred-Identity header, which contains a client preferred identity, for the SIP/IP Core to be used inside the P-Asserted-Identity header. If privacy is required, the From header SHALL contain an anonymous URI according to [RFC 3323] and optionally an alias or "Anonymous" as the display name, and the Privacy header field values SHALL be set according to [RFC3323] and [RFC3325]. 


If the CPM Participating function cannot obtain an Authenticated Originator's CPM Address for an initial request, it SHALL reject the request with a SIP 403 "Forbidden" response. The CPM Participating function SHOULD include a Warning header to explain the reason in a human readable textual form.When the Referred-By header is set to the Authenticated Originator’s CPM Address, then both the SIP URI and TEL URI values in the P-Asserted-Identity header [RFC3325] SHALL be included in the Referred-By header. 
Change 4:  Add new section 6.3

6.3 SIP/IP Core

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the CPM Participating function and CPM Controlling Function  SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms.

The mechanisms for communicating with the IMS SIP/IP Core are described in  [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4]. 
Change 5:  Add text to section 6.1.1 and delete section 6.1.2
8. Procedures at CPM Participating Function

8.1 Registration

8.1.1 Receive SIP REGISTER Notification

The CPM Participating function SHOULD support receiving 3rd party REGISTER from the SIP/IP core according to [3GPP TS 24.229] clause 5.4.1.7. 
Upon receiving a SIP REGISTER request the CPM Participating function:

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; and,
· 2. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response according to rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.
If the CPM Participating function does not already subscribe to the "reg" event package as specified in [RFC3680] for the CPM User Address received in the SIP REGISTER request, the CPM Participating function:
· 1. SHALL generate a SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265] and [RFC3680]; 

· 2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the CPM User Address received in the SIP REGISTER request; 
· 3. SHALL set the Authenticated Originator's CPM Address to the SIP URI of the CPM Participating function;

· 4. MAY set an expiration timer in Expires header, if set, the value of the timer SHALL be set according to rules and procedures of [RFC3903], in the same range as the registration timer recommended by SIP/IP Core; and,
5. SHALL send the SUBSCRIBE request to the SIP/IP Core.
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
