6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Resolve the Editor’s note in 5.3.1.1
5.2.1.1 Interworking Decision
The decision to interwork happens in the originating network, the controlling network, or the terminating network.

There are different scenarios in which the CPM Participating Function and the CPM Controlling Function decide whether interworking is to occur. These scenarios are detailed in each of the following subsections.


When a CPM Message targeted to a non-CPM User address accompanied with a Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier is received, the CPM Participating Function SHALL consider the Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier to assess if non-CPM Interworking is needed. The CPM Message targeted to a non-CPM User address accompanied with a Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier may or may not be routed to the CPM enabled device in a case that the recepient has multiple devices according to the result of interworking decision. If the CPM Participating Function receives a disposition notification targeted to a non-CPM User address accompanied with a Non-CPM Communicaiton Service Identifier, the CPM Participating Function SHALL route the disposition notification to the Interworking Selection Function via the SIP/IP Core from which the CPM Message was received without interworking decision process.
