Change 2:  Add the following to new Section 7.3.1
7.3.1 Sending CPM Messages
The CPM Client SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE according to rules and procedures of [RFC 3428]. The CPM Client:

· 1. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the CPM feature-tag ‘xxx' according to rules and procedures of [RFC3841] in all initial SIP requests;
· Editor’ Note : “xxx” is FFS.
· 2. SHALL include the CPM Address of the CPM User as the Authenticated Originator's CPM Address; 
· 3. SHALL include  an Reply-To header to contain the CPM Address where replied to according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]
· 3. SHALL include a User-Agent header to indicate the CPM release version
· Editor’ Note : How to express “CPM release version” is FFS
· 4. SHALL include value ''id'' in a Privacy header if anonymity is requested according to rules and procedures of [RFC3325].

NOTE 1: If SIP MESSAGE is sent to a CPM Group and anonymity is not allowed for the CPM Group indicated with the Request-URI of the SIP MESSAGE based on the rules specified in the [OMA-XDM_Shared_Group-TS], the pager mode MESSAGE will not be allowed by the CPM Controlling Function hosting the CPM Group.
· 5. If the CPM message is to be sent to one CPM user or to one non-CPM User, the CPM Client SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP MESSAGE request to the address of the target CPM User or the target non-CPM User;  

· 6. If the message is to be sent to a CPM Ad-hoc Group, then the client SHALL;

· a. include a MIME resource-list body with the receiving CPM Users and non-CPM Users as specified in [RFC5365];
· b. set the Request-URI to the address of the CPM Controlling Function in the Home CPM Network
· c. SHOULD set the sessiontype parameter to “adhoc” as specified in x.1; 
· 7. If the CPM message is to be sent to a CPM Pre-defined Group, then the CPM Client;
a. SHALL set the Request-URI to the address of the target CPM Pre-defined Group;
· 8. If the CPM user wishes to obtain the disposition-state of the CPM Message (e.g whether the message is delivered to the recipients or not, whether the recipients read the message or not), the CPM Client SHALL set the delivery report request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC5438];
· 9. SHALL include an NS header in the message/cpim body to indicate a CPM Conversation identity, a CPM Contribution identity and, if necessary, the CPM Contribution identity of the CPM Message being replied to as specified in Section x.x.
· 10. The CPM Client SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE message according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the CPM Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.004] with the clarifications given in this section.
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
