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1 Reason for Change

The SD still contains the following editor’s note in the section on extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session (section 5.2.3.3):
Editor’s note: Sending an invitee list to the participants when initiating an Ad-Hoc Group Session is FFS
Further investigation shows that the current procedures for setting up an Ad-hoc Group Session do not cater for sending an invitee list to the individual participants. In the opinion of the author of this contribution this would be an extremely useful feature to have, as a invited participant probably wants to know what for session he/she is invited for. Therefore sending the invitee list to the participants of an Ad-hoc Group Session should be added to the procedures of setting up a CPM Group Session for a CPM Ad-hoc Group. This can then immediately be reused by the procedure for extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session, as no additional security issues arise from that procedure (anonymous participants will stay anonymous due to the use of GRUU addresses).
This change request resolves the above mentioned editor’s note by adding a bullet to the contents of a CPM Session Invitation that is sent towards individual participants of a CPM Group Session. This bullet states that the list of invitees should be part of that CPM Session Invitation. Also, the editor’s note mentioned above is removed.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Ensure CPM CF includes CPM Ad-hoc Group members in invitations to the individual participants.
5.2.3.2.1.2 Network hosting the CPM Session
The SIP/IP Core of the network hosting the CPM Session routes the CPM Session Invitation to the CPM Controlling Function hosting the CPM Session based on the included CPM Feature Tag. 

When the CPM Controlling Function receives a CPM Session Invitation targeted to a CPM Pre-defined Group, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL fetch the CPM Pre-defined Group members as well as the policies from the Shared Group XDM and SHALL determine whether to allow the request or not based on the policies stored as part of the CPM Pre-defined Group definition such as whether the service requested is allowed for the group, whether the requesting CPM User is allowed to initiate the service, etc.

When the CPM Controlling Function receives a CPM Session Invitation targeted to a CPM Ad-hoc Group, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL determine whether to allow the request or not based on the service provider policies related to CPM Sessions such as media types offered, etc

If determined to continue the CPM Session establishment, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL send the CPM Session Invitation to the invited CPM Users via the SIP/IP Core from which the CPM Session Invitation was received. In case of the CPM Ad-hoc Group, the invited CPM Users are determined from the received CPM Session Invitation, in case of the CPM Pre-defined Group which is a Pre-arranged Group, the invited CPM Users are the members of the CPM Pre-defined Group.
NOTE: No CPM Session Invitations are sent for a CPM Pre-defined Group which is a Join-in Group.

The CPM Controlling Function SHALL indicate the CPM Feature Tag in the CPM Session Invitation. 
The CPM Controlling Function SHALL include into the CPM Session Invitation:

· the address of the inviting CPM User or the inviting non-CPM User; and,
· the address of the invited CPM User or the invited non-CPM User; and,
· the addresses of the target CPM Users and the target non-CPM Users if for a CPM Ad-hoc Group; and,
· the CPM Pre-defined Group address if the CPM Session Invitation is for a CPM Pre-defined Group; and,
· the CPM Session Identity.
The CPM Controlling Function SHALL include the CPM Session Identity into the CPM Session Invitation response.
Change 2:  Remove editor’s note.

5.2.3.3 Extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session

Editor’s note: The use of temporary GRUU for anonymity needs to be added in the SD
In order to extend an existing CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session (e.g. to add participants to the CPM 1-1 Session), the extending CPM Client initiates the creation of a CPM Group Session with the list of participants, including the GRUU of the other participant in the 1-1 CPM session. In order to establish the CPM Group Session, the inviting CPM Client SHALL send a CPM Session Invitation to the SIP/IP Core serving the inviting CPM Client, including in the CPM Session Invitation the address of the CPM Controlling Function provisioned to the CPM Client. The inviting CPM Client SHALL indicate that for the original participant of the CPM 1-1 Session, the existing session is to be replaced by the new session..
The CPM Participating Function SHALL treat the CPM Session Invitation as described in section 5.2.3.2.1.1.

The CPM Controlling Function SHALL treat the CPM Session Invitation as described in section 5.2.3.2.1.2. The invitation to the original participant of the CPM 1-1 Session will include the indication to replace the existing session with the new session. 

Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation for the CPM Group Session from the CPM Controlling Function, each CPM Participant Function serving an invited CPM Client SHALL determine whether to reject the CPM Session Invitation based on operator policy and user preferences, and SHALL either forward the CPM Session invitation to the invited CPM Client or reject the CPM Session Invitation. 

Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation for the CPM Group Session from the CPM Participating Function, the original participating CPM Client SHALL replace the existing CPM 1-1 Session with the new session and SHALL end the CPM 1-1 Session by sending a session leaving request to the other CPM Client in the original CPM 1-1 Session using the same Signalling Path of the original CPM 1-1 Session.

Upon receiving the CPM Session Invitation for the CPM Group Session,  all the other invited CPM Clients SHALL either accept or reject the CPM Session Invitation based on user preferences.
Upon receiving at least one OK response the CPM Controlling Function SHALL set up the session with the CPM clients that accepted the invitation.
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
