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1 Reason for Change

The following editor’s note is still present in the section on Content Storage Synchronization in the SD:
Editor’ note: “The Contents/folders that need to be synchronized are specified by user preferences and service provider policies.” is FFS.
To the opinion of the author of this contribution user preferences are not needed for the synchronisation. At the Theale interim meeting it was decided that only client-initiated synchronisation was to be supported. For that a set of client settings for filtering is enough to allow for configuration of the contents / folders that need to be synchronized. These kind of settings are highly device-dependent, and therefore also do not need to be aligned across all of a CPM User’s devices. The device settings are actually already mentioned later in the section, so these don’t have to be added as well. Therefore it is proposed to just remove the editor’s note from the SD.
At the same time it was noted that some restructuring / clean-up of the synchronization section was appropriate as well, i.e. the subsection can be merged in the main section, as there is no need to have a subsection.

This change request implements the above analysis in the SD.

Change 1:  Remove Editor’s note and cleanup
5.6.2.11 Content/Folder Synchronize Operation 

Contents/folders within the Content Storage Server MAY be synchronized with Content Storage Clients.



A Content Storage Client MAY initiate synchronization periodically, upon expiration of a timer, or upon explicit request from the CPM User.
In order to initiate synchronization, the Content Storage Client SHALL send a synchronization request containing synchronization parameters (e.g. the filter parameters) to the Content Storage Server.
Upon receiving a synchronization request, the Content Storage Server SHALL respond with OK response and begin the synchronization.
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
