In order to initiate synchronization, the Content Storage Client SHALL send a synchronization request containing synchronization parameters (e.g. the filter parameters) to the Content Storage Server according to rules and procedures of [OMA-DS]

6.2.2.10 Content/Folder Synchronize Operation
Upon receiving a synchronization request, the Content Storage Server SHALL check service provider’s policy for Synchronization (e.g., traffic status or time limitation), and MAY respond with OK response and begin the synchronization as the synchronization parameters in the synchronization request according to rules and procedures of [OMA-DS] if the synchronization request is allowed by service provider’s policy.
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
